An extended, 22-day escorted ‘Nile in Style and Pride of Africa’ itinerary, departing Australia January 6,
2012, includes the Egypt cruise tour (above) plus two-nights aboard the famous and luxurious Rovos Rail
train, ‘Pride of Africa’, from Pretoria to Cape Town and five nights in Cape Town with sightseeing trips.
Fares, including return flights from Australia and flights in Africa, are available from $13,990 per person,
twin-share, or $18,990 for solo travellers.

Cruise Express also has a 22-day, hosted ‘Cairo to the Cape’ tour, departing Australia January 6, 2012,
encompassing Africa’s iconic attractions, including the Egypt cruise tour (above), two nights at Victoria Falls,
two nights with safari tours in Kruger National Park and four nights in Cape Town. Including return flights
from Australia, flights in Africa and deluxe accommodation, fares are available from $13,990 per person,
twin-share, or $16,990 for solo travellers.
